Abstract of the paper is as under:

Background: In 2010, India had 2.4 million PLHAs. Early initiah of
ART, now freely available all over India could agkhrs to life of PLHAS. In
Goa, 14,287 cases of HIV have been detected ag*bM&rch 2012. 2,270,
PLHAs have ever started on ART, ever since the emwement of ART
Centre in March 2005 at GMC, Bambolim. 772 casesveha
defaulted/transferred/etc. and 1,498 cases areigointg treatment. Clients
diagnosed as HIV positive in ICTC are referred tBTACentre for CDR
testing, screening of O.l., their eligibility reghng initiation of ART. We
have assessed socio-clinical status of PLHAs attgndART centre, GMC,
Bambolim on their 3 presentation with aim to suggest improvisation of
PLHAS care.

Methods: A cross sectional study has been conducted amo@gPL6IAs
attending ART Centre, GMC, Bambolim chptesentation in % quarter of
2012.

Centre is needed.
